APA Nursing & Midwifery Style: How-to Guide 

  
There are various ways of setting out references for an assignment.

• Before you write your list of references/bibliography check with your lecturer or tutor for the bibliographic style preferred by the Academic Department.
• The APA style uses very specific formatting rules. Please check the Publication Manual of the APA 5th Ed. (Z253 .A38 2001 SS&H High Use/SS&H/Biol Ref /Ipswich Ref /Mater Ref) for information about these formatting rules.

 

Books 
 

A book with one author
Reference list: 
Cohen, B. J. (2007).  Medical terminology: An illustrated guide. (5th ed.). Baltimore, MD: Lippincott Williams & Williams. 
Note: use capitals only at start of title and for the first word after the colon.
Note: The title must be in italics OR underlined.
 In-text referencing examples: 
Diaphoresis is defined as profuse sweating (Cohen, 2007, p. 189).  
Cohen (2007, p. 189) states that profuse sweating is called diaphoresis.
 

A book with two authors
Reference list:
Higgs, P., & Jones, I. R. (2007). Medical sociology and old age: Towards a sociology of later life.  London: Routledge.
Note: use capitals only at start of title and for the first word after the colon.
Note: The title must be in italics OR underlined.
In-text referencing examples: 
High-energy particles inactivate viruses (Higgs and Jones, 2007, p. 382). 
Higgs and Jones (2007, p. 382) state that high-energy particles inactivate viruses.
 

A book with three, four or five authors
Reference list:
Brooks, G. F., Butel, J. S., Carroll, K. C., & Morse, S. (2007) Jawetz, Melnick & Adelberg's medical microbiology. (24th ed.).  New York: McGraw-Hill Medical. 
Note: use capitals only at start of title and for the first word after the colon.
Note: The title must be in italics OR underlined.
In-text referencing examples: 
Brooks, Butel, Carroll, and Morse (2007, p. 97) state that …. Cite all the authors the first time the reference occurs.
Brooks et al. (2007, p. 97) state that …. In subsequent citations, include only the surname of the first author followed by et al. (not italicized and with a fullstop after “al”).
An idea taken from this book which doesn’t mention the authors directly should contain the in-text reference at the end of the sentence (Brooks, Butel, Carroll, and Morse, 2007, p. 97).
 

A book with six authors or more
Reference list:
Rodger, P., Smith, K., Williams, D., Conway, L., Robinson, W., Franks, F., et al. (2002).  The way forward for Australian libraries. Perth: Wombat Press.
In-text referencing examples: 
(Rodgers et al., 2002, p. 32) found …OR  Rodgers et al. (2002, p. 32) found…  It is not necessary to cite 6 or more authors, in the first for subsequent citations, cite only the first author listed and et al.
 

A book without an author
Reference list:
Employment the professional way: A guide to understanding the Australian job search process for professionally qualified migrants. (2000). Carlton, Victoria: Australian Multicultural Foundation.

In-text referencing example: 
The Australian job market …..(Employment the professional way, 2000). 

The book Employment the professional way (2000) states that …

 

A book by an organisation or institution
Reference list:
American College of Physicians. (2006). MKSAP 14: medical knowledge self-assessment program. Philadelphia: American College of Physicians.

 In-text referencing example: 
In the United States 20% of people suffer weekly heartburn. (American College of Physicians, 2006, p. 2)

The American College of Physicians (2006, p. 2) reports that in the United States 20% of people suffer weekly heartburn.

 

 A book with an editor 
Reference list:
Kastenbaum, R. (ed.). (1983). Encyclopedia of adult development. Phoenix: Oryx Press.

 In-text referencing example: 
(Kastenbaum, 1993, p.51)  

Do not use Kastenbaum states…. as Kastenbaum is the editor, not the author. 

 

 A chapter in a book with an editor institution
Reference list:
Blaxter, M. (1976). Social class and health inequalities.  In C. Carter & J. Peel (Eds.) Equalities and inequalities in health (pp. 120-135). London: Academic Press.

 In-text referencing example: 
As discussed by Blaxter (1976) ….

Reference list:
Pettinger, R. (2002). Global organizations. Oxford: Capston Publishing.  Retrieved September 28, 2004, from NetLibrary database.

 In-text referencing example: 
(Pettinger, 2002, p. 45) or Pettinger (2002, p. 45) states that …

 In-text referencing example: 
As discussed by Wharton (1996)….. OR

“…. when sky diving” (Wharton, 1996, p. 8)

 

 Print journal article with no author
Reference list:
Anorexia nervosa. (1969) British Medical Journal, 1, 529-530.

 In-text referencing example: 
It’s a growing problem in the U.K. (“Anorexia Nervosa,” 1969) …..

Reference list:
Talbman, K. (2006, January 18). Doctor not at fault: Coroner.  The Australian, p. 3.

In-text referencing example: 
Wharton (1996) claims that …. OR

The risks in extreme sports are …..(Wharton, 2007)

 

Full text from an electronic database without an author
Reference list:
Safety concerns in outdoor activity centres. Journal of Adventure Education and Outdoor Leadership, 12(3), 12-14. Retrieved November 15, 2007, from ABI/INFORM Global database.

In-text referencing example: 
Safety precautions are advisable …. (“Safety concerns”, 2007)

 

Article from UQ E-Reserve
Reference list:
 Shaw, J. (2003). Epidemiology and prevention of type 2 diabetes and the metabolic syndrome. Medical journal of Australia, 179, 379-383. Retrieved December 19, 2007, from University of Queensland Library E-Reserve.
In-text referencing example: 
Over the past 20 years, the prevalence of type 2 diabetes in Australia has doubled (Shaw, 2003).

Reference list:

In-text referencing example: 
“Eating seafood can halve the risk of children developing type-1 diabetes, according to new research” (Turner & White, 2006)

Reference list:

In-text referencing example:

A webpage with no author and no date
Reference list:
Facts about old cats (n.d). Retrieved December 19, 2007 from http://www.catplaza.org.uk/cat-and-wiser/Facts-about-old-cats/

In-text referencing example: 
The average life length of a house cat is 14 years old. (Facts about old cats, n.d.)

Reference list:
Scarlet Fever Rash Picture [Image] (n.d.).  Retrieved December 19, 2007 from http://www.lib.uiowa.edu/hardin/md/dermatlas/scarletfever.html

In-text referencing example:

Secondary Sources

Reference list:
 Thibodeau, G. A. & Patton, K. T. (Eds.). (2202). The human body in health and disease. St. Louis, Mo.: Mosby.
Note: list the book that you actually sourced.

In-text referencing example: 
…including neuralgia (Carini and Hogan, as cited in Thibodeau & Patton, 2002, p.45) OR
Carini and Hogan’s study (as cited in Thibodeau & Patton, 2002, p. 45)

Journal article
Reference list:
Patton, K. T. (2002). Neuralgia and headaches. Science, 400, 2153-55.

Note: list the journal that you actually sourced.

In-text referencing example: 
Lee and West’s study (as cited in Patton, 2002) OR
“…origins of headache” (Lee and West, as cited in Patton, 2002, p. 2154)
Other sources

Personal communication, email and discussion lists with no web archive

Reference list:
Not included in reference list as they cannot be traced by the reader.
In-text referencing example: 
The malaria outbreak lasted six weeks (J. White, personal communication, June 11, 2006).
Email discussion list-web archive

Setting out your reference list

In your list of reference include only those works cited in your assignment.  Arrange your reference list in alphabetical order by author.  If there is no author, use the title of the item.  If the title begins with ‘the’, ‘a’ or ‘an’ use the first letter of the second word as a guide to placement within the alphabetical list.
